e Contest is open to age 18 or over. Artist is limited to only one art piece. Entry fee is $10.00.

Contestants must sign up online or in-person by Wednesday June 25t

e Entry tickets for each participant will be issued at the “Will Call” office near the YELLOW
GATE on Pleasanton Ave.

e Contestants must check in at the Plaza del Arte by 11:30 a.m. Fair gates open at 11am. The artist’s
canvas, paper, board, etc. must be stamped by the art staff prior to beginning work. Art staff will

provide map of designated areas for artists to set up their work area.

e Artists must bring their completed work back to the Plaza del Arte office no later than 5:00 p.m.
for judging.

e Judging will take place at 5:30 p.m., and winners will be announced soon afterwards. (Artists can
take non-selected artwork home that evening.)

What to bring?

e Bring your own art supplies; be ready to paint on location within the fairgrounds.

e Maximum size of canvas: 36” x 36” Artwork must be affixed to a firm support board for display on
easel.

e Artist to supply their canvas, art supplies, and frame for display during judging

e At conclusion of the contests, artwork will be brought back to the Plaza del Arte and juried by
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judge. Prizes will be awarded for 1% place - $200, 2" place - $150, and 3™ place - $100.

e Due to limited space, only top artwork selected will be hung within the Plaza Del Arte for display
during the remainder of the fair.

Please note if your artwork is selected for display:
e All artists should be prepared to frame their work in order to be hung in the winner’s
Display, if their artwork is selected for this honor.
